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Thousand Islands — A standardized reading passage for Hebrew speakers

Abstract

Introduction: Many studies in speech and hearing sciences, as well as in
other disciplines, frequently use reading passages, as a
standardized speech task. Yet, until recently there was no such
reading passage suitable for Hebrew speakers. Such a passage
was published recently. Nonetheless, no information on its creation
was given, as well as on its phonemic representation.

Aims: This study aimed to describe the preparation process of the
phonemically balanced 'Thousand Islands' reading passage, and
provide basic data on its phonemic distribution and representation.

Methods: The passage was constructed from online-based sources, and
gathered from multiple sites. The primary text was edited and then
examined for linguistic coherence and acceptability, by a linguist
and by three speech-language pathologists. The prevalence of the
different phonemes was examined, to evaluate differences among
the five paragraphs.

Results: The prevalence of the consonants, vowels, places of articulation
and manners of articulation was examined across the five
paragraphs. The most frequently used consonant was /m/, while the
most frequent vowel was /a/. No significant differences in phoneme
distribution was found among the five paragraphs.

Conclusions: The 'Thousand Islands' reading passage is phonemically
balanced; and each of the five paragraphs provides a similar
phoneme representation.

Summary: The reading passage is suitable for Hebrew speakers in
research and clinical settings. Due to its balanced phonemic
structure, it can be used as a whole, or by using each of its
paragraphs independently.
